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Czech climbers to spread claims from Greenland mountain 

Prague June 24, 2014 - Five Czech mountain climbers led by Leopold Sulovský, the first Czech to stand on top of Mount Everest, began to erect a base camp for the climb on Ulamertorsuaq (The Big Cylinder), one of the world’s highest perpendicular rock walls, located in the south of Greenland. 
„It is technically quite demanding to climb a granite wall, more than a kilometre high, in a short time,“ says Jan Martasek, one of the climbers and co-founder of the Two Tales Brewing, the main sponsor of the expedition. Apart from common alpinist gear, the climbers will lift to the western peak of the mountain an extremely resilient audio set to broadcast selected claims from visitors of the www.twotalesshoutout.cz web site launched at the occasion of the expedition. Individual claims can be recorded there till 5th of July. 
According to Martasek, the climb is only possible at the onset of polar summer, when the generally adverse weather conditions change for a mere five acceptable days thanks to warmer airstreams. 
Beside Senator Sulovský and Jan Martasek, the members of the expedition include Ostrava alpinist Radovan „Galoš“ Marek, excellent technical climber Josef Novotný and professional mountain guide Tomáš Bardas. The other sponsors of the expedition are the City of Ostrava, OCHI-IŽENÝRING, RWE and the design and engineering company PROJEKT HTL.

Ulamertorsuaq is located in the south of Greenland close to the town Nanortalik. The mountain has four peaks rising from 1825 to 1858 metres above sea level. The most spectacular western peak is likened to El Capitan in California or Cerro Torre in Argentina, both believed to be the world’s technically most difficult rock walls to climb.
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
