HSBC in the Czech Republic

The HSBC Bank plc opened its Prague branch in May 1997 and now provides a range of wholesale banking services focusing on top-tier companies, commercial banking services and a range of personal investment products for individuals. The Beneficial Finance consumer finance belongs to HSBC group and operated in the Czech Republic from 2002. Last week Beneficial Finance announced running down it’s business. 

HSBC in Hungary

HSBC in Hungary currently operates 11 offices that provide consumer finance services under the Beneficial Finance brand. 

HSBC in Poland

HSBC in Poland today has around 300 staff who provide consumer finance, corporate banking, treasury services and investment banking.  

Until late 2002, HSBC's presence in Poland consisted of securities and investment banking businesses. The securities business was sold in 2004. In October 2003, HSBC Bank plc acquired Polski Kredyt Bank S.A. and renamed it HSBC Polska S.A.  

HSBC's primary business is consumer finance under the Beneficial brand, with 10 branches. There has been further development of the corporate, investment banking and markets business.  

HSBC in Slovakia

HSBC opened a branch in Bratislava in June 2005 acting as a sales office for Corporate and Institutional, Commercial and markets customers. Beneficial Finance a.s. has operated in Slovakia from 2002. Last week it announced running down it’s business.
HSBC in Russia

HSBC’s banking activities in Russia operate through OOO HSBC Bank (RR), a wholly-owned banking subsidiary of HSBC Bank plc. The bank currently provides a wide range of corporate banking, investment banking and financial markets products and services to multinational and domestic corporate and institutional customers in Russia.

The HSBC Group's presence in Russia dates back to 1918. HSBC has had a representative office in Moscow since 1976. The office was incorporated as a subsidiary in 2001. HSBC was recently granted a retail banking licence in the Moscow region.

HSBC in Europe

HSBC is the largest bank in Europe, with headquarters in London. HSBC operates in 24 markets in Europe including France, Ireland, Germany, Hungary, Luxembourg, Malta, Spain, Switzerland, Turkey and the United Kingdom. In addition, HSBC recently received regulatory approval to begin banking operations in Georgia.

HSBC Holdings plc

HSBC Holdings plc serves over 125 million customers worldwide through around 10,000 offices in 83 countries and territories in Europe, the Asia-Pacific region, the Americas, the Middle East and Africa. With assets of some US$2,150 billion at 30 June 2007, HSBC is one of the world’s largest banking and financial services organisations. HSBC is marketed worldwide as ‘the world’s local bank’.
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
